The abstract should summarize the context, content and conclusions of the paper in fewer than 200 words. It should not contain any references or equations. Typeset it in 9-pt Times New Roman, making an indentation of  0.5 cm in the left and right margins.

Introduction

The text in MS WORD should be written in English, single-spaced, Times New Roman, letter size 11 pts and justified. The paper should be limited in length to 3-4 pages. Authors are encouraged to have their contributions checked for grammar. The organiser will not provide spelling and grammar corrections. Abbreviations are allowed but should be spelt out when used for the first time. References in the text are to be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals in the order of first appearance. Reference numbers in the text should be designated by square brackets, e.g., [1]. The references should be listed in the same order as cited in the text. Figures and tables should be inserted in the text as close to the point of reference as possible. They should both be numbered sequentially in the text with Arabic numerals. Proceedings will be published in electronic form accessible on CD and on the conference web site.

Major headings (Heading 1)

This is the standard font and layout for individual paragraphs.

Second Level Heading (Heading 2)

Figures should be inserted in the text nearest their first reference. The figures should be large enough to be clearly seen (including letters and numbers). Figures are to be sequentially numbered with Arabic numerals. The caption must be placed below the figure.
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Figure 1.  This is the Style for Figure Captions. Centre this if it doesn’t run for more than one line.

Equations should be numbered consecutively in each section, with the number set right and enclosed in parentheses. Equations should be referred to in abbreviated form, e.g. ‘”Eq. (1)”. In multiple-line equations, the number should be given on the last line.

If a table needs to be extended into a second page, its continuation should have a caption, e.g. “TABLE 2 (cont’d)”
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
